‘In a Fishbone Church’ won the best first book of Fiction 
Award at the 1998 Montana Book Award and the Best First Book Award in the 
South-East Asia/South Pacific section of the 1999 Commonwealth Writers Prize, 
and a Betty Trask Award in the UK. In 2002 she won the inaugural Glenn 
Schaeffer Prize. ‘In a Fishbone Church’ has been published in Australia, the UK 
and Germany. 

Chidgey is asked about her novel In a Fishbone Church, Bill Manhire’s writing 
course, and how one moves on from the success of a first novel.

Elizabeth Knox was born in Wellington in 1959 and in 1999 her novel The 
Vintner’s Luck won the Deutz Medal for Fiction at the Montana New Zealand 
Book Award, where it also received the Reader’s Choice Award and booksellers 
awards. It was shortlisted for the 1999 Orange Prize and in 2001 was awarded 
the inaugural Tasmania Pacific Region Prize. The novel received international 
publication and acclaim. Knox, whose writing is distinguishable for its absence 
of linear narrative, and variety of narrative voices, often crosses into the world 
of fantasy. “Knox has provocative, disturbing things to say about how we define 
identity. She is obsessed with consciousness, sensation, memory, and the ways 
in which families mould, adapt, and define themselves”.

Elizabeth Knox is interviewed in her home regarding graphic novels, the 
elaborate childhood game that she and her sisters played, and her book Black 
Oxen.
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EMILY PERKINS

Born in Christchurch in 1970, Emily Perkins won the Best First Book award for 
Fiction at the 1997 Montana New Zealand Book Awards for her book of short 
stories Not Her Real Name. This also won the Faber Award in the UK. Her 
writing is noted for its dialogue which reflects her background in television 
acting. Perkins focuses on the lives of urbane youth. She “sketches the joyless 
lives of the young generation of the modern city, conducting relationships with 
the same sense of anesthetized necessity with which they work in shops or 
restaurants.”

In this extract she is interviewed in a London restaurant about the success of 
her novel Leave Before You Go, the transition from being a short story writer to 
writing novels, and being labelled the voice of Generation X.

In 1987 she was awarded an 
Order of the British Empire for writing.
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Marilyn Duckworth talks about her experience living at U-Cross, a writers 
retreat in Wyoming, the difficulties in writing memoirs, and her novel 
Studmuffin.

Her 
writing also explores the broader themes of  death and grief. In 1992 Boock 
won the Best first Book Award for Out Walked Mel and in 1993 won the Esther 
Glen Award for Sasscat to Win.

Boock is interviewed at home about growing up in a family of six children, 
writing for teenagers, writing for television, first love and the media frenzy 
surrounding her lesbian novel Truth, Dare and Promise.

BARBARA ELSE
